During the summer and early fall, it's a good time fo remind everyone about the importance of disposing of your household hazardous waste and
yard waste in an environmentally friendly manner.

You should never dispose of used motor oil from your car, truck, or lawn tractor by dumping it down a storm drain. This can pollute the local receiving
streams. Instead, bring your used oil to either a designated hazardous household waste collection site or to a local gas station that participates in the
state’s oil recycling program. To find out which gas stations in your area are permitted to accept used household waste oil, check out the following
website link -- www.dep.state.pa.us/cgi_apps/oil/default.asp. You can search by zip code to find the parficipating gas station nearest you.

Also, if your property adjoins a siream, please be careful not to dispose of grass clippings and leaves by dumping them at the edge of the stream
where they can easily wash into the flowing water. It's wise to plant a riparian buffer of shrubs and bushes close to the edge of the stream, rather than
having a lawn area that needs to be mowed right up to the edge of the water. This added vegetation will also help fo catch debris from running off
into the stream. For more information on riparian buffer zones, contact the Authority office for a free brochure on this fopic.

These are just two of the many ways that you can help to protect our natural surface water and groundwater resources for many years to come.
